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MITIGATING DAMAGES DUE TO POTENTIAL PATENT INFRINGEMENT IN THE
u.s.

Damages due to patent infringement in the U.S. can be substantial, and are in
addition to the expense of the litigation itself. An effective strategy to mitigate the
potential for large damage awards due to time consuming and expensive litigation
can include the drafting of strong patent applications by taking into account recent
decisions of the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Federal Circuit. Other measures
include the calculated use of U.S. administrative proceedings, such as : (1) filing of
reissue patent applications in the U.S. Patent Office, (2) use of ex parte patent
reexamination proceedings in the U.S. Patent Office, and (3) use of the more recent
inter partes patent reexamination proceedings before the U.S. Patent Office. Well
drafted competent legal opinions are also effective tools for mitigating the potential

for litigation and the damages awards that can result.

Although the risk of having to litigate in the U.S. can not be completely avoided,
the strategic use of these tools can help mitigate exposure to such litigation. This
presentation will explore these various tools in greater detail given recent
developments in U.S. law, and will discuss effective strategies which combine their

various attributes. (Expected time: 45 minutes followed by discussion).
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
